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In order to make sure JSS 1s visible we made sure
that:

-- JSS got listed in CIS, Web of Science, DOAJ, the
BibTeX Database, SCOPUS

-- JSS was acknowledged as official ASA journal
-- ASA registered the ISSN and CODEN numbers

-- contents can be harvested by OAI/DC

JSS was started (in 1996) because

-- good software must not get lost

-- software must be open and free

-- writing software brings no academic credits

-- statistics software should be language-standardized
-- software should be reviewed

-- statistics software should be known outside statistics
-- replace JRSS-C

-- various personal reasons
